Directions for Downloading Trimble Data to laptop

Updated 7th June 2006

Be sure you are using the appropriate computer for data downloading.  Trimble Geomatics Office is loaded on laptop numbers 11 & 18.  Make a folder for the day’s data in the appropriate directory (within RTKGPS folder).

1. Open Trimble Geomatics Office (TGO)

2. Start a new project

a. Give it a name, including the date is recommended

b. Be sure to save it in the folder for the day’s data

c. Hit okay

3. For project properties, choose ANYTHING BUT the default (say, metric), then hit OK.

4. Click on Import on left panel

5. Connect Trimble controller to computer using the comuputer-logger power cable provided.

a. Turn on controller

b. Start survey controller

c. Choose Files  Import/Export Trimble PC communications; A Waiting for PC connection message is displayed.  

6. Now go back to the laptop: within the TGO program:

a. Go to Survey Device

b. Select the appropriate devise (Survey controller on com1 (or 2), or Caltech Trimble RTK datalogger.  

c. Hit Open; The datalogger should now say Connected to PC.  If not, click the green check mark.  Upper right window will say Survey Controller v. XX.XX.  

d. Click Add and all stored jobs on the datalogger will be displayed;  Select the appropriate job and click Open.  

e. Back in the Receive tab, highlight the above job and click Transfer All.  The data will be written to the PC in the above folder.  

7. You can now export this file (*.dc) into several formats – ArcMap, several ascii (& custom  ascii) formats for post processing.  For quality control purposes, you can also view the contents of the above file withing TGO before exporting the file to other formats.
